Bristling with emotional depth, this Palme d’Or–
winning courtroom drama puts the complexities 
of a relationship on trial. Sandra, a German 
writer, lives with her husband Samuel and 
their visually impaired son Daniel in a remote 
mountain chalet. After Samuel falls to his death, 
Sandra is ultimately arrested for murder with 
Daniel the main witness.

In this warm hearted, tragicomic triumph from 
Aki Kaurismäki, two lonely people meet by 
chance in the Helsinki night and then, as life 
throws obstacles in the way, start an on-again, 
off-again relationship. As the radio carries 
news about the nearby war in Ukraine, they 
seek employment, stability and love in this 
beguiling romance. 

The first Jordanian film to screen at Cannes 
takes ferocious aim at the country’s ingrained 
misogyny. Following the death of her husband, 
a dismayed widow falls victim to her husband’s 
debts, indiscretions and Jordan’s inheritance 
culture as she loses the home she paid for and 
potentially custody of her daughter. Desperate, 
she conjures up a lie.

Nora and Hae Sung, two deeply connected 
childhood friends, are wrested apart after Nora’s 
family immigrates to Canada from South Korea. 
Two decades later, they are reunited in New York 
for one fateful week as they confront notions of 
destiny, love, and the choices that make a life, in 
this disarming and heartfelt romance.

After losing her mum, 12-year-old Georgie 
decides to live on her own and does a great job 
of convincing the world she’s coping. Happily 
alone in her London flat, Georgie tricks social 
workers, nicks bikes to pay rent and keeps 
things pristine. Everything is rosy enough until 
her estranged father turns up and hangs around 
like a tea stain on a mug.

A richly involving story about two boys, Pietro 
and Bruno, from vastly different classes who 
forge a life-defining friendship in the Italian 
Alps; consequently wedged apart by Pietro’s 
well-meaning father. But as their paths 
intertwine as adults they begin to bridge the 
crevasse of emotional distance in this deeply 
affecting tale about connection.

The heart-wrenching story of several families 
attempting to escape oppression in North 
Korea. Augmented by extraordinary hidden 
camera footage, this perilous, high-stakes 
journey ultimately reveals a world that has to 
be seen to be believed. Visceral and urgent, 
this film palpably conveys the life-or-death 
stakes of their escape.

As South Sudan teeters on the brink of 
secession, a married former singer from the 
north seeks redemption for causing the death 
of a southern man by hiring his oblivious wife 
as her maid. In this volatile landscape, the two 
women forge an unlikely friendship as their 
intertwined fates navigate cultural chasms.

In this enchanting romantic adventure and 
ripping heist movie like no other, a young 
British archaeologist (The Crown’s Josh 
O’Connor) gets caught up in an international 
network dealing in stolen Italian artefacts after 
a brief prison stint. A captivating new fable of 
lost love from Alice Rohrwacher, set in 1980s 
Tuscany.

Based on a true story, Radical is a 2023 film 
festival audience favourite. Who will the students 
at Jose Urbina Lopez Elementary become? 
Among the worst performing students in Mexico, 
the only world they know is one of hardship and 
discipline. Enter Sergio, a teacher who has no 
idea what he’s doing but who believes in their 
potential.

In 1930s Paris, Madeleine Verdier, a young, 
penniless, and talentless actress, is accused of 
the murder of a famous and lascivious producer. 
Helped by her best friend Pauline, a young lawyer, 
she is acquitted on the grounds of self-defence. A 
new life of fame and success begins, that is, until 
the truth comes out.

17-year-old Josh Waaka is forced to get off the 
fence as protests erupt over the 1981 arrival 
of the South African Springboks team. When 
Josh’s English teacher suggests he audition 
for drama school, Josh sees a way to escape 
his oppressive environment and connect to his 
Māori heritage. A heartwarming story about 
finding your place in the world.
